
a wall in the place of a window.. 

"Make every effort to live in peace 

with all men and to be holy; without 

holiness no one will see the Lord." 

 I read this text from He-

brews 12:14 a few months ago in 

my study time and it keeps coming 

back to me...sometimes in a whis-

per, other times as a flood. Whis-

pering, flooding, it asks me this 

question: "what did you just build - 

a window or a wall?" 

 You see, if I am to make 

every effort to live at peace with all 

men and to be holy...my every ac-

tion and my every attitude, my 

every word and every tone, my 

every thought and every desire 

becomes a part of my building 

windows or building walls that ei-

ther obscure or reveal my LORD. 

 Each time I make less than 

every effort to live in peace with all 

others, I lay a brick in the window, 

blocking a bit more of the image 

of Christ from a world that desper-

ately needs to see him in me. 

Whenever I withhold forgiveness 

or hold on to a hurt, every unkind 

word or thought, every word of 

gossip or slander or malice - each 

time I lay a brick in the window, 

obscuring the LORD.   Without ho-

liness, no one will see the Lord. 

 I have some experience at 

building walls in the windows; I am 

no stranger to the masonry of 

sin.  Sometimes bricks of neglect 

are laid next to bricks of anger or  

on top of bricks of pride. Bricks of 

commission and bricks of omission, 

each one filling the window and 

blocking the light meant to shine 

to the world, blocking sounds 

meant to proclaim that your sor-

row can turn to dancing, blocking 

the sweet aroma of the life with 

Christ from friends who need to 

taste and see the goodness of God. 

 But I know the Breaker of 

Walls, who has torn down the wall 

of hostility and made peace be-

tween He and I. He reconciled me 

to Himself and calls me to make 

every effort to live at peace with all 

men and to be holy so others can 

see Him and know Him. 

 Living at peace and being 

holy takes effort.  By effort I mean 

discipline: the purposeful inten-

tionality of a life lived to God's glo-

ry and not mine. 

 

With the help of the Lord we make 

every effort to live in peace. 

With the help of the Lord, we make 

very effort to be holy.   

Will you be a wall or a window to-

day? 

 Finally, with a little careful 

adjustment, a deliberate and al-

most routine nudge, the last brick 

was laid in place.  As he turned 

from his work, the bricklayer 

looked back with only a fleeting 

moment of satisfaction at the wall 

he had built.

 No more warm morning 

sunlight to flood in and to give 

light to daily activity...no more 

evening candles to shine out into 

the dark night, giving witness to 

life inside.
